Our neighborhood has a homeowners association, Forest Creek Homeowners Association (FCHA), that provides many services to the neighborhood from keeping the entrances and right-of-ways looking nice to providing communications to residents concerning upcoming events, city programs, crime and weather related issues. Dues are collected every April and are $50 a year.  

On each street of Forest Creek, a block captain has volunteered to be your contact with any issues you may have.   If you have received this letter, you may have already met your block captain. Please make sure they have your current information with your name, phone numbers and email addresses so that both the block captain and FCHA may communicate with you regarding special events and crime issues in the neighborhood. Your information is kept private and will NOT be used for soliciting any products or services. If you haven’t met a block captain, you may email info@forestcreektulsa.com and your information will be updated in our email list and our phone directory.
Forest Creek is an Alert Neighbor area. Sponsored by the Oklahoma Crime Commission, the program gives training and resources to neighbors to reduce crime issues in the area. Thankfully, Forest Creek has no huge issues with crime, but we do seem to have a few waves from time-t0-time, when trained, watchful residents will be a benefit to all.

Forest Creek Recreation (FCR), a separate entity from FCHA, manages the pool property and the park at 83rd & Oswego. A portion of homeowners dues helps to maintain the park.  The pool is open to all residents in the area by purchasing a membership.

FCHA’s Services

Some residents often wonder what FCHA does. Here’s a list of services provided by the Forest Creek Homeowners Association

1. Maintains the landscaping, sprinklers and lights at the four entrances into Forest Creek. Plants and supplies are purchased, but labor is mostly volunteer

2. Contracts with a local company to mow the right-of-ways (ROWs) on 81st Street and Harvard. The city requires that the grass be mowed on the ROWS. If it is not maintained, the city will mow it and bill the homeowners.

3. A portion of dues is paid to FCHA yearly for park maintenance.
4. Provides several avenues of communications with residents with a calling post for urgent issues, regular emails about issues and events, a website, newsletters, and a neighborhood directory.
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Conducts an annual meeting to report the FCHA’s budget, financial statement and allows time for guest speakers and other issues.

6. Coordinates various neighbor events such as the Spring Clean-up (provides dumpsters for home clean-up), Spring and Fall Neighborhood Garage Sale and Fall Block Party

7. Interfaces with the city and our District 8 councilman regarding issues and programs to benefit our neighborhood.

The Forest Creek Board of Directors is made up of 9 directors that volunteer their time to increase the quality of life for homeowners and maintain rising values of real estate property.
